ALL INBOUND STUDENTS MUST ATTEND THIS ORIENTATION.  All REBOUND 
(returning) students are encouraged to attend.  It is part of the contract we made with them.  
Former rebound students are also welcome. 

All CLUB COUNSELORS are required to attend an orientation and training session in 
accordance with USIA (immigration) regulations.   

All HOST PARENTS are required to attend this or an equivalent counseling session. 

TRANSPORTATION is the responsibility of the CLUB COUNSELORS. 

Costs

Registration fee is $44 per person for the weekend (except inbound and rebound students and 
children under 12 are free).  Many clubs sponsor their students for this and thereby make a 
contribution to the Program. 

   #This includes site costs and all meals (dinner Friday through breakfast Sunday).   We are 
planning for all participants to be present for the entire session. 

    #Club counselors, host parents, and club members are encouraged to bring their families. 

Whitewater Rafting is $49 per person, optional, open to everyone over 10 years old, and the cost 
is the responsibility of the individuals or their Rotary Clubs.  This is non-refundable after 
August 19th. 

Please return this completed form as soon as possible, and no later than August 1!  Keep us 
informed of changes.   We must be able to guarantee the trip with the rafting company and the 
lodge.  Your District Committee is working hard to make it fun! 

 Accommodations

Camping.--It is expected that all students and most of the adults will camp.  There will be 
changing rooms, toilets, and showers near the riverside grassy fields where sleeping bags can be 
put out or tents pitched.  Cars will be parked across the road, away from these camp sites.  This 
is covered by the basic $44 per person registration fee.  Dogs are $20 per dog. 



RV or ‘car camping’ Sites.--There are about 5 sites available for $35 per vehicle for the weekend, 
in addition to the registration fee. 

Motel rooms.--There are approximately 10 motel rooms (each with 1-3 beds) available to the first 
applicants for $116 per room for the entire weekend, in addition to the camp fee.   Some rooms 
are 2-room suites that share a bath.  Additional motel rooms and RV sites are available within 20 
miles.
